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Since the last briefing note in March, the Health and Wellbeing Board has become a statutory committee of Devon County Council, and had its first meeting in June.  The minutes of this meeting are now available.  

Alongside my role as Chairman, I am delighted to welcome Tim Burke (Chairman of the NHS NEW Devon Clinical Commissioning Group), who has accepted the role of Vice-Chairman; the full membership of the Board has been confirmed, and the organisations represented on it will remain fixed for the next 12 months.

Our focus over the coming weeks and months will be to update our Joint Devon Health and Wellbeing strategy, to reflect the engagement that has taken place over the past year and any emerging evidence that affects health and wellbeing in Devon, and to focus on our priorities.
Some of my Board colleagues and I took part in a joint peninsular-wide health and wellbeing event in Ivybridge on 21 June. We discussed with representatives from Cornwall, Plymouth and Torbay how we could work in a more collaborative and cohesive way and ensure we were avoiding mixed messages and duplication.  I was struck by the similarity of our priorities across the peninsular, and also by our approach to addressing them, and I am keen that we continue to strengthen these relationships across geographical and organisational boundaries in order to learn from others and share ideas and expertise. The notes from the workshop are available.
Our website has been updated, and contains lots of useful information on the Board, its work, and on our local community health profiles.  Below are links to a number of these resources, and we’ve also added profiles of each of Devon’s Parliamentary constituencies. I hope that they will be a useful resource when working with Parliamentarians on health and wellbeing related issues.
